The Food Court

Breakfast includes a choice of juices, fresh fruit, hot and cold cereal, a rotating
selection of hot breakfast entrées, assorted toasts, bagels and fresh baked pastry
items.

Lunch offers a variety of hot entrées, made-to-order grill selections, a soup bar,
a NY style deli bar, a pizza/pasta bar, a garden fresh salad bar, fresh baked
breads and great desserts.

Brunch on Saturday and Sunday features a variety of fresh breakfast and lunch
entrées. The choice of beverages, breads, pastries, toasts, cereals, salads,
specialty bars and desserts create a combination of two meals.

Dinner is o time to relax and reflect on the day. We offer a healthy choice of
entrées, potatoes, rice, pasta and vegetables in addition fo the food bars
available at lunch.

The Exhibition Station located in The Food Court is open Monday through Friday
offering made-to-order omelets for breakfast, daily specials, made-to-order wraps
and entrées for lunch and dinner.

Unlimited Seconds: Although food may not be removed from The Food Court,
we invite you fo come back for seconds of your favorite items. That's right! All-
you-care-to-eat in The Food Court!

Take 3 is available Monday through Friday offering continental breakfast

from 8:00 am to 10:00 am and lunch from 11:45 am to 1:00 pm at Joe's Café.
Perfect for a quick “To Go” meal. Your meal plan may be used for Take 3, in liev
of a Food Court breakfast or lunch.

The Healthy Express Lunch is available Monday through Friday at The
Lodge from 12:00 pm to 1:00 pm offering a choice of salads, gardenburgers,
vegetarian sandwiches and other healthy options. Your meal plan may be used
for a Healthy Express Lunch, in lieu of a Food Court meal.

When considering the Value of the Meal Plan, remember hidden features
such as our monthly Pace Changers and Festive Meals, which add tremendous
value to each meal plan.

Your meal card is required to gain access fo The Food Court, snack bars and
your flex dollars account. Every time you use your card for flex dollars, your
remaining balance will be displayed on the card reader located at the
Cashier/Checker Station.

An Unbeatable Deal

College policy maintains that all resident students must participate in one of the
meal plan options. Commuters may opt for any meal plan. Flex dollars carry over
from the fall semester to the spring semester, but not from school year to school
year. Below are the meal plan options for 2008-2009.

Premium Plan $3,880 per year
Any student may select this plan. The plan includes 200 meals, 10 guest meals,
and 350 flex dollars per semester to be used in Joe's Café, The Lodge, and Café

a la Cart. One hundred of the flex dollars may also be used at off-campus vendors
per semester.

Standard Plan $3,450 per year
The Standard Plan is the minimum plan for all first year students. Any student
may select this plan. The plan includes 165 meals, 10 guest meals, and 150
flex dollars per semester o be used in Joe’s Café, The Lodge, and Café a la Cart.
Fifty of the flex dollars may also be used at off-campus vendors per semester.

Partial Plan $2,840 per year
The Partial Plan is available to all but first-year students. The plan includes
110 meals, 10 guest meals, and 150 flex dollars per semester to be used in
Joe’s Café, The Lodge, and Café a la Cart. Fifty flex dollars may also be used
at off-campus vendors per semester.

Minimum Plan $2,020 per year
Only students on full-semester internship OR living in Cliff House, Farm House,
Ledge, Gloucester Hall, Manchester Hall, Rockport House, Tower, Williston,
Hawthorne Hall (upper class students only), Kennedy, 28 Boyles Street, or
Woodside may select this plan. The plan includes 65 meals, 10 guest meals,
and 150 flex dollars per semester to be used in Joe’s Café, The Lodge, and Café
a la Cart. Fifty flex dollars may also be used at off-campus vendors per semester.

High Flex Plan $2,200 per year
Only students on full-semester internship may select this plan during their
internship. The plan includes 40 meals, 10 guest meals, and 350 flex dollars

per semester fo be used in Joe’s Café, The Lodge and Café a la Cart. One hundred
flex dollars may also be used at off-campus vendors per semester.
